go up, go to the left (4) and follow the long corridor (5) to where you will come out on one of the main
concourses. The toilets will be just to your right, and you need to go past the big pole, and turn left before
Beck’s coffee (6). You are aiming for the Central West Gate ( ). This is near platforms 15 and 16.
Be sure to use the JR Central West gate that connects with Keio line, NOT the EXIT ONLY gate. The
corridor is in between an Odakyu line exit (blue) and an Exit Only JR exit (yellow). You need to go down
the stairs and along the connecting corridor, up the stairs and out the ticket gate at Keio line Shinjuku
station.

At this point, you will need to buy a Keio Ticket to Chofu station (KO18) for 240 yen. Keio line is a
privately run train line, independent to JR. Either use the machines, or ask a station attendant to help

Note: When you are finding your way from the N'EX platform, you might notice signs for Keio New Line,
as well as Keio line. The best option is to take Keio line, as all trains go from there out to Chofu. But if
you accidentally end up at Keio New Line, you can still take the train from there; you just need to be
careful the train is going toward Chofu, and not in the other direction.

All trains from Keio Shinjuku stop at Chofu. You will have a choice of five different trains (Special express,
semi-special express, express, rapid, local) — so you can make a choice based on how crowded the train
is, and how fast you would like the journey to be.

There are 3 platforms at Keio Shinjuku station. Check the electronic board for information on trains, or

ask one of the station attendants for help.
Make sure to ride toward the tail end of the train as this will make it easier to take the East exit at Chofu

station. More info on Keio Line.
